They used / dots and lines. They made / a dot / for 1.

Ten was / two short lines ==. For 15,/ they drew 3 lines =.

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The meanings / of some words / will surprise / you.

An example is / the word margarine.

Until / about a hundred years ago, / there was nothing / like the margarine /

we eat / today.

People used / butter or lard / on their bread / and for cooking.

Good lard was / pearly white, / and / people began / to call / it / “margarita.”

“Margarita” is / the Latin word / for “pearls.”

In 1854 / a scientist named / it / oleomargarine, / but / this word was too long.

Soon / people were calling / it / “margarine.”
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Every Friday / Bob eats / spaghetti / at a restaurant / for lunch.

One day / Bob ate / spaghetti / at the restaurant. He paid / for his lunch.

Then / he asked / Phyllis, a waitress, / “Do you want / a tip / today?

Or / do you want / half / of my lottery ticket? I have / a lottery ticket.

If / T win / the lottery, / you get / half / of the money.” Phyllis laughed.

“OK.,” / she said. “I don’t want / a tip / today.

I want / half / of the lottery money!” She laughed / again.

The next day, / Bob / won the lottery. He won / six million dollars.

Bob went to the restaurant.

“Here is / your tip,” / Bob told / the waitress.

“Three million dollars!”
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There are / many kinds / of goats. But / one kind is special.

It is called / a fainting goat.

Native Americans believe / there is / a good reason.

They believe / many years ago / roses didn’t have / thorns.

At that time / roses had / pretty flowers and green leaves, /

but / their stems were smooth. The flowers gave out / a sweet smell.

So / rabbits and other animals / liked / to eat them.

The rose bushes wanted / to solve / this problem.

The rose bushes needed / some help.

They decided / to go / to Nanabozho, / a man / who / had magical powers.

The rose bushes told / him / their story. He was angry / at the rabbits.

He liked / to look at and smell / roses. But he couldn’t.

Rabbits and other animals / always ate / the roses / near him.

Nanabozho had / an idea.

He gave / the roses / small thorns / to cover their stems.

Then / no predators could get / close / to the flowers.

So now / roses are able to grow / bigger and prettier / each year / by using /

their prickles / to scare off / animals / that / want / to eat them.
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Martin’s family lived / in a big house / and / they were very happy.

When / he was little, / Martin played / with all the children /

in the neighborhood, / both black and white.

But / when / he began / to go to school, / the white children stopped / coming /

to his house / to play.

Martin found out / that / the white boys and girls / didn’t go / to the same school /

that / he went to.

As / he grew older, / he learned / that / there were / some places / where /

he and his family / couldn’t go / because / they were black.

All these things made / Martin / very sad.

Another amazing aspect / of cells / is / that / each cell contains /

all your genetic material.

That genetic material determines / your appearance.

It determines / your hair, eye, and skin color.

It determines / the size / of your head. The size of your nose.

The size of your lips. It determines / everything.

Human cells contain / 23 pairs of chromosomes / with this genetic information.

One pair of these chromosomes, / the X and Y chromosomes, /

even determines / if / you are a boy or girl.

Frogs grow / all their lives.

So / the biggest frogs are / also the oldest frogs.

That means / they are smart, / too.

As / they were smart, / they were able / to stay alive / long enough /

to get so big!
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In the past / people joked / that / little green men lived / on Mars.

Today, / we know / there are / no little green men / on Mars.

But there may be / some green plants / growing / there.

Scientists say / the environment / of Mars / can support / plants.

Mars has / seasons / like those / on Earth.

But / on Mars / a season is longer / than on Earth.

Mars takes / 687 days / to move / around the sun.

That is / almost twice / as long / as / Earth takes.

This means / that / a season / on Mars / lasts / for about 6 Earth months.

Pictures of Mars show / a change of color / when / a season changes.

The color change may be / plants / dying or growing.

Some scientists say / plants may grow / when / the Martian spring comes.

Other scientists believe / that / the color change / may be caused /

by giant dust storms.

We will not know / which scientists are right / until / the day / we land /

on Mars.
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Next time / you go / to a grocery store, / look closely / at the fruits and vegetables.

Most are / perfectly shaped.

But / not all produce looks / like that.

Sometimes, / vegetables don’t grow / straight. The carrot is crooked.

Or / some fruit is not / colorful.

The apple is brown / rather than bright red.

Do you know / those plain and misshapen foods / are not sold?

Instead, / they are thrown away.

But / some people want / stores / to sell / those fruits and vegetables.

They want / to reduce / food waste.

They think / shoppers will buy and eat / those foods.

A few food stores and markets / just began / selling / them.

They sell / them / at lower prices / than “beautiful” produce.

Ugly produce may be / different-looking, / but / it tastes / the same.
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Manuel had / stomach cancer.

After chemotherapy, / Manuel’s hair began / to fall out.

Soon / he had no hair. He was sad. He felt / strange / without hair.

He didn’t want / people / to see him.

One day / his friends visited / Manuel / in the hospital.

He was surprised / when / he saw them. They had no hair!

He began / to laugh. They laughed, / too.

When / Manuel came home / from the hospital, / other friends / with no hair /

came / to visit him.

They said, / “We want / to look / like you.”

Now / he is not sad / any more.
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Galileo is famous / for his study / of how things fall.

Before, / people thought / that / heavy things / always fell faster /

than light things.

He found out / that / this was not / true.

He took / a heavy ball and a light ball / and dropped / them both /

from a high place.

They fell / at the same speed.

This is / the law / of falling bodies.

It is an important law / for understanding / our world.
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Long ago / there were / only ten months / in the calendar.

A ruler / in Rome / decided / to add / two more months.

But / he had to find / names / for these months.
